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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

1 CONTEXT OF THE PROPOSAL

This explanatory memorandum presents in furtheaid#te proposal for a new Directive
aiming at the approximation of the laws, regulasiaand administrative provisions of the
Member States as regards the accessibility reqemé&rof products and services.

At present, economic operators are confronted wlitrergent, and often contradictory,
national accessibility requirements preventing tiesm benefitting from the internal market
potential.

The proposed Directive supports Member States hiewe their national commitments as
well as their obligations under the United Nati@mnvention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities (UNCRPD) regarding accessibility.

Accessibility is at the heart of the UNCRPD, to eththe EU is a party together with 25 of its
Member State$lt is one of the priorities of the European DidipiStrategy 2010-2020that
sets actions for the implementation of the UNCRRIEWE level. Accessibility prevents or
removes barriers to the use of mainstream prodamtisservices. It allows the perception,
operation and understanding of those products amdices by persons with functional
limitations, including people with disabilitiésn an equal basis with others.

1.1 Objectives and context of the Proposal

The proposal aims to contribute to improve the prdpnctioning of the internal market and
remove and prevent barriers for the free movemeatcessible products and services.

The demand for accessible products and servicésgis and the number of citizens with
disabilities and/or functional limitations will inease significantly with the ageing of the
European Union's population. Taking into accoumhagraphic ageing, it is expected that in
2020 approximately 120 million persons in the Ewap Union will have multiple and/or
minor disabilities. Improving the functioning ofghnternal market for specific accessible
products and services, serves both the needs ¥ tttmsumers and industry. An environment
where products and services are more accessiblsafbr more inclusion and participation
of citizens in society. It supports independentingv and autonomous choice. It also
contributes to the application of the principleegfual treatment in the access to goods and
services by persons with disabilities.

Differences in legislation, standards and guidalioe accessibility exist and are very likely to
increase as Member States develop new accessiil@y. This is a consequence of the entry
into force of the UNCRPD for the EU and the majoot the Member States, as well as the
general character of its provisions, which are ofgedifferent interpretations and practices
when they are implemented at national level. Anngxla of divergent rules is the case of
Web accessibility, where Member States use differegrsions of the W3C/WCAG

subtitles and audio description. Furthermore changeEU legislation making accessibility
compulsory in general terms without providing aimiébn like in the case of the Public
Procurement Directives will have a similar effect.

The non-harmonised national approaches to accktysioeate barriers in the internal market.

Suppliers that operate cross-border would facetiaddi production costs to comply with

divergent accessibility rules. Competition, comipethess and economic growth are
hampered because enterprises, SMEs in particulay, latk the know-how and capacity to

cope with learning and putting in action all theffetient national requirements and

procedures. Consequently, it is important to inel@MEs in the scope of this proposal as
otherwise their products and services could beidernsd as second-rate or sub-quality.

National authorities, manufacturers and servicewigers face uncertainties concerning the
accessibility requirements for potential cross-leorservices, and concerning the applicable
policy framework for accessibility.

The described situation demonstrates the needttarat to ensure the free movement of
products and services, by defining and using commoeessibility requirements for the
selected products and services and by using the saquirements for EU legislation that
establishes general obligations on accessibilitys Will contribute to increase competition
among industry. The proposal aims at lowering aes¢tgnting barriers to cross-border trade.

Harmonisation of national measures on accessibiitypeing proposed as a necessary
condition to put an end to the legislative divergen

1.2. Technical background

Manufacturers and service providers worldwide auttyeuse different approaches to comply
with accessibility requirements whenever they dudpce/provide products and services with
specific accessibility features. These approacbestmes rely on national or international
standards; most of the time without harmonisatibstandards between regions or countries.

A number of accessibility standards are under a@g@reént at European level following
standardisation requests by the European Commisgiothe European standardisation
organisations (ESO). These standardisation req@estslegislative actions) invited ESOs to
align the development of voluntary European stasgléw global developments. The requests
relevant to accessibility are: M/376005) on ICT which resulted in a European stahd
301 549 adopted in February 2014; M/42(2007) on built environment and M/478n
mainstreaming accessibility following a "design fail* approach in the European
standardisation. These standardisation requests issued after a positive opinion of the
Member States in the Committee set up by Articlef Directive 98/34/EC and invite the
ESOs to develop certain voluntary accessibilityndéads and to review, when possible,
existing standards to give better guidance conagrfdesign for all” principles.

This requested voluntary European standardisatiork ws lengthy and in the absence of
European standards it is possible that nationaddstalisation work will occur. Therefore

set in the Directive are given in terms of generhjectives. One of the ways to assess
conformity with those requirements is by applyinguntary harmonised standards that are
adopted in accordance with Regulation (EU) No 1P@52 of the European Parliament and
of the Council of 25 October 2012 on European Stedidation-°

The European standards resulting from the aboveiom&u requests, or any other suitable
existing European standards, should be used inrtiigtive as a basis for those harmonised
standards to provide presumption of conformity vaticessibility requirements.

1.3. Policy background

The main aim of this Directive is to improve thendtioning of the internal market for
accessible products and services. This is welline with President Juncker’s Political
guidelines for'the next Commission to build on the strength ofsingle market and to fully
exploit its potential in all its dimensionsThis Directive will also contribute to implemeirhiet
2015 Commission Work ProgramMewhich reiterates the Commission’s commitment to
accessibility as a catalyst for social inclusiéhhe European Commission is committed to
equality of opportunity for people with disabilgiein full respect of the UN Convention on
the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. This imH#a accessibility to the physical
environment, transportation, information and comioations technologies and systems
(ICT) and other facilities/services.”

Article 9 of the United Nations Convention on thgliRs of Persons with Disabilitiebliges
the EU and Member States, to the extent of its @emees, as parties to the Convention, to
take appropriate measures to ensure accessildilitigle 3 refers to accessibility as a general
principle of the Convention that should be consadein relation to the enjoyment of the

The legal character of the obligations on accegsibinder the UN CRPD is confirmed in the
General Comment on Article 9 of the Convention occdssibility? issued by the UN
Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabdgitia April 2014. It states that "State
parties are obliged to adopt, promulgate and mpmgdional accessibility standards [...].
State parties should undertake a comprehensivewesfi the laws on accessibility in order to
identify, monitor and address gaps in legislatiod a@s implementation”. It further states that
"State parties should establish a legislative fraork with specific, enforceable, time-bound
benchmarks for monitoring and assessing the gradodification and adjustment by private
entities of their previously inaccessible servicege accessible ones. State parties should also
ensure that all newly procured goods and othericEare fully accessible for persons with
disabilities."

The commitment to a barrier-free Europe was renewwe2010 in the European Disability
Strategy 2010-2020. This strategy was drawn upina Wwith the UNCRPD. EU action
supports and supplements national activities foplémenting accessibility and removing
existing barriers.

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Accessibility is included in several EU initiativeSome detailed accessibility requirements
are foreseen in EU legislation related to speg@ifmducts or services, or sectors. Others, such
as the Public Procurement Directives and the Eano@ructural and Investment Funds
Regulations have a general accessibility requirerfiiest in the 2007-2013 period, and even
more reinforced provisions in the 2014-2020 periéthwever, a common definition of
accessibility at European level is lacking.

In the accompanying Action Plan 2010-281% the European Disability Strategy, under the
specific objective of preventing, identifying andinenating obstacles and barriers to
accessibility, the Commission committed itself toegare a European Accessibility Act
setting out a general accessibility framework iatren to products and services.

1.4. Consistency with other policies and objectives of the Union

In many cases, EU legislation addresses the stuafi persons with disabilities with a focus
on a specific area. This is the case of the PasseRights Regulations for all modes of
transport (air, rail, waterborne, bus and coaclat flocus on non-discrimination and the
provision of assistance for persons with reducedilinpwhen using transpotf. There is also
EU legislation concerning the accessibility of masger transport vehicles, such as low
platform buse$, rail rolling stock® and waterborré and there are technical standards
ensuring the accessibility of vehicles for differ&ransport modes. Their scope of application
will not be affected by this proposal. Nevertheled® improved accessibility of transport
which this initiative will bring about may facilita the provision of assistance and/or reduce
its need and related costs.

This proposal is in synergy with the proposal foDiagective on the accessibility of public
sector bodies' websit&swhich covers a specific set of public sector bstiivebsites offering
specific services. This initiative complements thadposal by addressing some private sector
websites. Together, they contribute the realisatioan inclusive e-society put forward in the
Digital Single Market Strategy by ensuring the asdaility of websites from providers of
basic services to citizens. To ensure that respnauthorities have to implement the same
accessibility specifications independent of theetypf website, the web-accessibility
requirements used in this proposed Directive asmtidal to those of the proposal for a
Directive on the accessibility of public sector esiwebsites.

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By defining requirements for accessibility, the pweal would clarify the accessibility
obligations of EU legislation establishing obligais on accessibility without providing
requirements or specification, for example in theddf of public procurement or European
Structural and Investment Funds.

It will therefore apply to these initiatives withbamending them, despite their different
objectives and legal basis, having the benefit efailing further what is understood by
accessibility, contributing to improved legal cantg.

Future legislation with accessibility obligation®udd reflect the common accessibility
requirements of this initiative improving coherenoethe internal market.Furthermore, the
concept of active ageing promoted by the Europeamr@ission during the European Year
for Active Ageing and Solidarity Between Generasion 2012 highlighted the importance of
creating accessible or “age-friendly environmerits’enable people to live an independent
life in the local community for as long as possibhecessibility is one of its essential
components. Given the strong correlation betwesabiity and ageing® accessibility is
essential for older persons to remain active, independently and contribute to the silver
economy?°

At international level, the US has a wide framewofkaccessibility legislation, often with
detailed compulsory standards and rdfesTherefore, and as expressed by several
stakeholders (from the ICT industry in particulahe proposal aims to bring coherence
between provisions applicable in US and EU rulaserg the global character of some
products and services. This aim will be facilitated the standardisation work done under
standardisation request M/376This EU initiative on accessibility could set arfrework
where accessibility standards developed with aajleiew could help to create a transatlantic
market.

This proposal would foster the effective applicataf other standards related to accessibility
and stemming from the Commission’s standardisagguests M/3781/420 and M/473.

2.2. I mpact assessment

An Impact Assessment Steering Group, led by theeddarate-General for Justice, was
established with a wide representation of servacesdepartments of the Commission.

Five policy options were discarded at an early estafjthe impact assessment process, as
being either unrealistic, unable to meet the objestor disproportionate.

A preliminary screening showed that this EU initiatshould only cover selected priority
areas, where obstacles to the functioning of thglsimarket were most visible and likely to
increase or where action at European level wouttiradre value. The following four options
were retained for further impact analysis:

Option 1: No further action at EU level (baselgoenario).

Option 2: EU Recommendation defining common adbgig requirements for the selected
products and services, as well as, in the arealloligoprocurement. This option addresses the
problem in the baseline scenario by including asibdgy requirements which may be
applied to a defined list of products and servened to public procurement processes.

Option 3: EU Directive defining common accessibpitequirements for the selected products
and services, as well as, in the area of publicymement - applicable to the Member States
when they regulate on accessibility. Under thisamptMember States will not be required to

legislate on accessibility requirements by a gidate, but if they do or have already done so,
they will have to follow EU rules in order to ensuwonsistency across the single market. All
Member States will have to ensure the free cirautabf accessible products and services,
even if they do not regulate on accessibility, tmdse common accessibility requirements in
public procurement processes.

Option 4: EU Directive defining common accessipitiequirements for the selected products
and services, as well as in the area of public prroent — immediately applicable to all

Member States. This option requires all MembereStaincluding those which have not yet
legislated on accessibility, to introduce new lidien on accessibility in accordance with the
EU rules proposed. It fully harmonises accessybililes across all Member States.

Regulatory intervention appeared to be the mostiefit form of EU intervention for tackling
current and expected problems in the functioningthe single market. A Directive in
particular was found to be in line with the appioa@ken in previous Commission

products and services without going beyond whaetessary.

The Impact Assessment report, prepared by the Earofommission services, received a
positive opinion from the Impact Assessment Boaitéracareful examination. The final
version of the Impact Assessment incorporates tlenges made to address the Impact
Assessment Board's recommendations.

3. LEGAL ELEMENTSOF THE PROPOSAL
3.1 Legal basis
Article 114(1) of the Treaty on the Functioningtioé European Union (TFEU).

3.2 Subsidiarity Principle

The subsidiarity principle applies insofar as tbgues addressed by this proposal do not fall
under the exclusive competence of the EU. Accortiingrticle 4(2) a) and g) of the TFEU,
respectively, the areas of internal market andsfrart are areas of shared competence
between the Union and the Member States.

There is a need for EU action, since Member Stalese cannot tackle the problem, as it
entails transnational aspects that cannot be dethltby individual Member States’ actions.
There are obstacles to the normal functioning efititernal market — both in the sense of
present barriers to trade and in the sense ofdrarno the development of the full potential of
the internal market. National differences in apploput burdens and barriers on companies
that seek to interact across borders.

The problems caused by the divergence of nati@ugdlations on accessibility requirements,
which is likely to increase with Member States immpentation of their accessibility

obligations under the UNCRPD, can only be tackliéeicévely through a common approach
at EU level. Only a coherent legal framework wllba the free flow of accessible products
and services in the internal market, as is confitime stakeholders' consultations.

Action at EU level would respect the principle obsidiarity by focusing on those products
and services for which there is clear evidence aigaificant internal market problem —
because different national requirements createaolest to trade. Hence there is the need to
address it at EU level. Member States would coetittube fully responsible for regulating
the accessibility requirements of other products sarvices.

EU action will add value to national accessibilggislation by creating rules that will ensure
the free movement of accessible products and sswicthe internal market and promoting a
more efficient use of resources. Member States mestpt products and services exported
from another Member State when complying with tleeeasibility requirements of the
proposed Directive. Ensuring this free movement hdve positive economic effects. By
creating a level playing field for economic operatand preventing fragmentation of the
internal market, the proposal will create legalt@iety and offer economic operators an
expanded market in which to sell their products sexdices. As a further benefit, consumers
with functional limitations, including persons withisabilities and older persons, will benefit
from a wider choice of accessible products andisesy with better quality and at lower
prices: a triple win.
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3.3. Proportionality Principle

Regarding proportionality, the content and fornthe proposed action does not exceed what
is necessary to achieve the goal of ensuring tbpgorfunctioning of the internal market.

The timing provided for implementation takes acdoonproduct life cycles. The products
and services included were thoroughly selected.essibility obligations affect only new
products placed in the market after the applicatibthe Directive and for services provided
from that date on.

Common objectives and general rules are set, lutd#finition on how to achieve those
objectives, taking into account national circumetm is left to the discretion of Member
States. Hence the accessibility requirements bamhgdefined at functional level.

The proportionality of the obligations has beenetaly considered and is reflected for
example in the light conformity assessment (setilatation) and market surveillance chosen
procedures. They are based on those normally usethternal market harmonisation
legislation?® The compliance costs for manufacturers, servicevigers and public
administrations have been assessed. The analystuded that the benefits of harmonisation
mostly outweigh these costs.

In addition and in line with the 'think small firgtrinciple, safeguard clauses are introduced to
protect economic operators from carrying a dispropaate burden or avoiding (the costs
imposed by) the fundamental alteration of theirdoicis and services. These clauses take into
account inter alia the size, resources and natiutieeoeconomic operators concerned. In line
with Commission policy, a full exemption for micrgerprises was considered but discarded
in favour of the above mentioned clauses as thelédetter target the actual population of
economic operators for which burdens may, in irdiral well justified cases, potentially be
disproportionate relative to benefits. The clauseguestion also allow for a better control of
the overall impact of these safeguards on the sement of the objectives of the legislation

3.4. Impact on fundamental rights

The proposal below would have a positive impacsewveral rights recognised in the Charter
of Fundamental Rights of the European Union. SuchEd initiative would directly or
indirectly facilitate the exercise of the followimights: the right to human dignity (Article 1),
the right to integrity of the person (Article 3het right to education (Article 14), the right to
choose an occupation and the right to engage ik Warticle 15), the rights of the elderly
(Article 25), the right to integration of person#twdisabilities (Article 26), and the right to
freedom of movement and residence (Article 45).

Regarding economic operators, this proposal woaicla mixed impact on rights such as the
freedom to conduct a business (Article 16) andritjet to property (Article 17). First and
foremost, by increasing the potential of the inéérmarket through the elimination of
obstacles to trade, the initiative would be benaffitor the exercise of those two rights. In
some cases the initiative could also entail a édhitestriction to the exercise of those rights
with the adoption of new rules in some Member Stakdowever, the restrictions resulting
from these new rules would be justified and prapael and would result in an increase of
the potential for intra-EU trade, from which theromic operators themselves could benefit.
The new rules would also be justified with a vieaptomoting other fundamental rights, such
as those mentioned above.

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3.5. Proposal

The proposed Directive will provide for a common Hléfinition and implementation
framework for accessibility requirements of certarnducts and services. The elements of the
proposed Directive can be summarised as follows:

Scope
The proposed Directive will:
- Harmonise accessibility requirements for a lispafducts and services; and

— Use the same accessibility requirements to defirek give content to the — already
existing, but undefined — obligation of accessipilaid down in EU law, such as in the
area of Public Procurement and the Structural amveéstment Funds. The scope of
application is the one of their respective legatriuments, which is not modified by this
proposed Directive.

Accessibility requirements and free movement

The proposed Directive will improve the functioning the internal market by removing
barriers created by divergent national legislatrath harmonised compulsory accessibility
requirements for a list of products and servicdse Tist results from a screening, based on
several external public and internal consultatiamsthe needs of the industry and people with
disabilities, on an expert survey on accessibilggislation and their enforcement in 27
Member States as well as on the analysis of cumatbnal legislative divergences in nine

It ensures that all products and services complyitg the accessibility requirements will
benefit from free circulation on the internal marke

It supports industry to address accessibility byngisthe same functional accessibility
requirements to render operational the obligatmohity/fund accessible products and services
as laid down in EU law.

Safeguard clauses have been included.
I mplementation by the Member States

. The proposed Directive harmonises accessibilitpireqnents at EU level for a number
of products and services and removes barrierdéor free circulation;

. It does not prescribe in detail how the obligatimn render a product or service
accessible by complying with the defined accessiliéquirements has to be achieved
in practice. In case this still leads to obstaatethe internal market, the Commission
can consider other options in the future to prowgdelance to Member States such as
standardisation or implementing measures;

. The Directive includes the possibility of using wolary harmonised standards to
provide presumption of conformity with the accesibrequirements;

. In order to secure proper implementation and eefoent of accessibility, the Directive
makes use of light conformity assessment (selfatattbn) and existing market
surveillance mechanisms to assess compliance oflupt® with accessibility
requirements. It also provides a lighter procedarehecking compliance of services;

. The Directive sets out the date of entry into foxfethe laws, regulations and
administrative provisions necessary to comply whiis Directive by two years after its
entry into force at the latest;

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The Directive requires Member States to set thdicgin of all measures, including
the free circulation of products and services drmabé prescribed in Article 3, by six
years after the entry into force of the Directive;

The deadline for the application of the measuresChmpter VI — on defining
accessibility by reference to the requirementshaf Directive in the cases where EU
law puts obligations on accessibility without fueth containing definitions or
specification - is six years after the entry inteck of the Directive.

Explanatory documents

The Commission considers that in this particulageci is justified to ask Member States to
communicate explanatory documents to the Commissiarder to clarify the relationship
between the provisions of this Directive and theresponding parts of national transposition
documents.

National legislation and its implementation in tield of accessibility is challenging

due to the great variation of the legal traditionsthe different Member States, for
example some Member States regulate accessibitileru anti-discrimination law,

others under disability law, others under sectaedr legal instruments. In addition,
this Directive covers accessibility requirements & selected list of products and
services. It therefore contains a wide varietyegfl obligations.

The Directive's implementation will require the ardment of various branches of the
national legal order in the Member States. Its @ions will be transposed through
amendments to national rules, laws, regulations adhahinistrative provisions. It is

likely that the implementation will not only conecethe central/national level of

legislation in the Member States, but touch différéevels of regional and local

legislation. The transposition at national level tierefore indeed expected to be
scattered throughout the national legal order.

For these reasons the Commission considers thératpry documents accompanying the
notification of transposition measures will be ed¢sd to understand fully the national

transposition process. Against this background iproportionate to ask Member States to
take on the administrative burden of providing exjpltory documents in order to achieve the
objective of putting the Commission in a positian darry out its task of overseeing the
transposition of this cross-cutting Directive, whiés central to the EU measures on
accessibility.

How will the system work?

The proposed Directive will prevent and dismantkésting obstacles in the internal
market due to divergent national legislation. Asomsequence, it will guide Member
States' compliance with the UNCRPD in what concantessibility.

When entering into force, the harmonisation ofeasdility in the EU will be at the
level of functional accessibility requirements, redyn general principles based on a
"design for all" approach, and not at detailed mecdd level. This level would be
sufficient to ensure the good functioning of théeinal market for the products and
services covered.

However, the Directive also caters for situatiovizere further detailed harmonisation
for some products and services would be neededherenmndustry needs more detail
and guidance to facilitate their conformity. Therdative provides for a number of
options in this case: the use of voluntary harmeshistandards and, in the absence of
harmonised standards, the use of implementingtactsrther define the accessibility

requirements included. Typically these options wlook used only after a reasonable
period of application of the Directive, and wouldpgnd on the market's/consumers'
proved need for further harmonisation and would&ased on evidence of either market
or regulatory failures.

The possibility to request the development of Been standards in accordance with
Regulation (EU) No 1025/2012 is an established wdyfurther detailing legal
requirements given in EU Internal market legishati®hose harmonised standards will
contain technical details on "How" to make prodwstd services accessible. Regulation
(EU) No 1025/2012 also regulates transparency acidsiveness of the standardisation
process leading to adoption of requested standards.

Application of harmonised standards will remainlubary. However, when using
harmonised standards, the references of which baem published in th©fficial
Journal, there is a presumption of conformity that the ast®lity requirements of the
Directive covered by those standards or parts tiid¢r@ve been complied with, allowing
the free circulation of these products and servicgbe EU internal market. Regulation
(EU) No 1025/2012 also provides for the procedusobjections to harmonised
standards where those standards do not entiresfystite accessibility requirements set
out in this Directive.

. The proposed Directive will support industry to eeld accessibility by using the same
functional accessibility requirements to defineessibility obligation laid down in EU
law, such as the obligation for Member States tg/fbnd accessible products and
services enshrined in the revised Public Procurémeactives.

(5) Consumers of accessible products and recipiehtsccessible services are faced with
high prices due to limited competition among suggli Fragmentation among national
regulations reduces potential benefits from sharexgperiences with national and
international peers in responding to societal astiiological developments.

(6) The approximation of national measures at Urewel is therefore necessary for the
proper functioning of the internal market in orderput an end to fragmentation in the
market of accessible products and services, totecreeonomies of scale, to facilitate
cross-border trade and mobility, as well as to helpnomic operators to concentrate
resources on innovation instead of using thoseuress for complying with fragmented
legal requirements across the Union.

provided to the public, both in urban and in raadas, on an equal basis with others. The
United Nations Committee on the Rights of Persoith Wisabilities has indicated the
need to create a legislative framework with corgregnforceable and time-bound
benchmarks for monitoring the gradual implementatbaccessibility.

The entry into force of the Convention in MMember States’ legal orders entails the need
to adopt additional national provisions on accabfitof products and services which
without Union action would further increase dispias between national provisions.

It is therefore necessary to facilitate thelementation of the Convention by providing
common Union rules.

The European Disability Strategy 2010-2020 -Rénewed Commitment to a Barrier-

It is necessary to introduce the accessikiétyuirements in the least burdensome manner
for the economic operators and the Member Statgabty by only including in the scope
the products and services which have been thorgisgiécted.

This Directive should make compulsory the akéunctional accessibility requirements
in terms of general objectives.

of this proposal, in order to ensure that the @nlgale of products and services is
accessible for persons with disabilities and olgenrsons, irrespective of their public or
private sale.

Member States shall take all appropriate nreasto ensure that, where the products and
services covered by this Directive comply with tieéevant accessibility requirements,
their free movement within the Union is not impedie@ to reasons of accessibility.

In some situations, common accessibility regjaents of the built environment would
facilitate the free movement of the related sewieed of persons with disabilities.
Therefore, this Directive enables Member Statasdlude the built environment used in
the provision of the services under the scope isflirective, ensuring compliance with
the accessibility requirements set in Annex X.

It is necessary to provide that, for legisfatacts of the Union establishing accessibility
obligations without providing accessibility requitents or specifications, accessibility is
defined by reference to the accessibility requinetsef this Directive.

The manufacturer having detailed knowledgthefdesign and production process is best
placed to carry out the complete conformity assessmrocedure. The obligations for
conformity assessment should rest with the manurfact

Distributors and importers should be involwednarket surveillance tasks carried out by
national authorities, and should participate atyivproviding the competent authorities
with all necessary information relating to the protdconcerned.

Importers should ensure that products frormdtlsiountries entering the Union market
comply with the accessibility requirements of thisrective and in particular that
appropriate conformity assessment procedures haga barried out by manufacturers
with regard to those products.

Article 3
Accessibility requirements

Member States shall ensure that the productsemites referred to in Article 1(1) and
1(2) comply with the accessibility requirements @et in Annex | in accordance with
paragraphs 2 to 9 of this Article.

General purpose computer hardware and operalystems shall comply with the
requirements set out in Section | of Annex I.

The following self-service terminals: Automafieller Machines, ticketing machines
and check-in machines shall comply with the regqueets set out in Section Il of
Annex |.

Telephony services, including emergency servaras the related consumer terminal
equipment with advanced computing capability, sbathply with the requirements set
out in Section Il of Annex |.

Audiovisual media services and the related cmesuequipment with advanced
computing capability shall comply with the requiremis set out in Section IV of Annex
l.

Air, bus, rail and waterborne passenger transpenvices, the websites, the mobile
device-based services, smart ticketing and read-timformation and Self-service
terminals, ticketing machines and check-in machumgsd for provision of passenger
transport services shall comply with the correspagadequirements set out in Section
V of Annex I.

Banking services, the websites, the mobile debmsed banking services, self-service
terminals, including Automatic Teller machines usedprovision of banking services
shall comply with the requirements set out in SecW| of Annex I.

E-books shall comply with the requirements sgtio Section VII of Annex I.
E-commerce shall comply with the requirement®sein Section VIII of Annex |.

Member States may decide, in the light of matioconditions, that the built
environment used by clients of passenger trang@ovices including the environment
that is managed by service providers and by inmuasire operators as well as the built
environment used by clients of banking servicesl amstomer services centres and
shops under the scope of telephony operators sleatiply with the accessibility
requirements of Annex I, section X, in order to mnage their use by persons with
functional limitations, including persons with dislities.

Article 4
Free movement
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Member States shall not impede the making availablthe market in their territory of products
and services that comply with this Directive foagens related to accessibility requirements.

CHAPTER 111

OBLIGATIONS OF ECONOMIC OPERATORS

Article 5
Obligations of manufacturers

1. When placing their products on the market, macturers shall ensure that the products
have been designed and manufactured in accordaiticeh& applicable accessibility
requirements set out in Article 3.

2. Manufacturers shall draw up the technical doaaten in accordance with Annex I
and carry out the conformity assessment procedefrewt in that Annex or have it
carried out.

Where compliance of a product with the applicaldeeasibility requirements has been
demonstrated by that procedure, manufacturers shal up an EU declaration of
conformity and affix the CE marking.

Changes in product design or chamastics and changes in the
harmonised standards or in other technical spatifiocs and by reference to which
conformity of a product is declared shall be adégjydaken into account.

4. Manufacturers shall keep a register of compaiof non-conforming products and
products recalls, and shall keep distributors mied of any such monitoring.

5. Manufacturers shall ensure that their produeiar la type, batch or serial number or
other element allowing their identification, or, &b the size or nature of the product
does not allow it, that the required informationpi®vided on the packaging or in a
document accompanying the product.

6. Manufacturers shall indicate their name, reggstdrade name or registered trade mark
and the address at which they can be contactedhemroduct or, where that is not
possible, on its packaging or in a document accaoryipg the product. The address
must indicate a single point at which the manufiestaan be contacted.

7. Manufacturers shall ensure that the producte®mpanied by instructions and safety
information in a language which can be easily usidexd by consumers and end-users,
as determined by the Member State concerned.

8. Manufacturers who consider or have reason tewekthat a product which they have
placed on the market is not in conformity with tBisective shall immediately take the
necessary corrective measures to bring that pradtetconformity, to withdraw it or
recall it, if appropriate. Furthermore, where theduct presents a risk related to
accessibility, manufacturers shall immediately infdhe competent national authorities
of the Member States in which they made the prodwmeilable to that effect, giving
details, in particular, of the non-compliance ahdmy corrective measures taken.

9. Manufacturers shall, further to a reasoned rgigirtem a competent national authority,
provide it with all the information and documentatinecessary to demonstrate the
conformity of the product, in a language which dam easily understood by that
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authority. They shall cooperate with that authratyits request, on any action taken to
eliminate the risks posed by products which theyehplaced on the market and to
ensure compliance with the requirements referred Agticle 3.

Article 6
Authorised representatives

A manufacturer may, by a written mandate, agpamauthorised representative. The
obligations laid down in Article 5(1) and the dragiup of technical documentation
shall not form part of the authorised represeng&imnandate.

An authorised representative shall perform #skg specified in the mandate received
from the manufacturer. The mandate shall allowatthorised representative to do at
least the following:

(@) further to a reasoned request from a competenbmatiauthority, provide that
authority with all the information and documentatizecessary to demonstrate the
conformity of a product;

(b) co-operate with the competent national authorigggheir request, on any action
taken to eliminate the risks posed by products @by their mandate.

Article 7
Obligations of importers
Importers shall place only compliant productgl@market.

Before placing a product on the market importgnall ensure that the conformity
assessment procedure set out in Annex Il has baeied out by the manufacturer.
They shall ensure that the manufacturer has drawrha technical documentation
required by that Annex, that the product bearsGiemarking and is accompanied by
the required documents and that the manufactureicbmplied with the requirements
set out in Article 5(5) and (6).

Where an importer considers or has reason teveethat a product is not in conformity
with the accessibility requirements referred té\rticle 3, he shall not place the product
on the market until it has been brought into camity. Furthermore, where the product
presents a risk, the importer shall inform the nfacturer and the market surveillance
authorities to that effect.

Importers shall indicate their name, registdrade name or registered trade mark and
the address at which they can be contacted onrtdtigt or, where that is not possible,
on its packaging or in a document accompanyingtbduct.

Importers shall ensure that the product is agamed by instructions and information
in a language which can be easily understood byuwoers and other end-users, as
determined by the Member State concerned.

Importers shall ensure that, while a productinsler their responsibility, storage or
transport conditions do not jeopardise its comgiawith the accessibility requirements
referred to in Article 3.

Importers shall keep a register of complainftsyan-conforming products and product
recalls, and shall keep distributors informed affsmonitoring.

Importers who consider or have reason to belikaka product which they have placed
on the market is not in conformity with the requients referred to in Article 3 shall
immediately take the necessary corrective meastwedring that product into
conformity, to withdraw it or recall it, if appropte. Furthermore where the product
presents a risk, importers shall immediately infah@ competent national authorities of
the Member States in which they made the produeilable to that effect, giving
details, in particular, of the non-compliance ahdmy corrective measures taken.

Importers shall, further to a reasoned requesihfa competent national authority,

provide it with all the information and documentatinecessary to demonstrate the
conformity of a product in a language which carebsily understood by that authority.

They shall cooperate with that authority, at itguest, on any action taken to eliminate
the risks posed by products which they have placethe market.

Article 8
Obligations of distributors

When making a product available on the markstridutors shall act with due care in
relation to the requirements of this Directive.

Before making a product available on the maidistributors shall verify that the
product bears the CE marking, that it is accompmhhiethe required documents and by
instructions and information in a language whichn dae easily understood by
consumers and other end-users in the Member Stathich the product is to be made
available on the market and that the manufacturdrte importer have complied with
the requirements set out in Article 5(5) and (&) Amticle 7(4).

Where a distributor considers or has reasomlie\u® that a product is not in conformity
with the accessibility requirements referred toAricle 3, they shall not make the

product available on the market until it has bessught into conformity. Furthermore,

where the product presents a risk, the distribsb@ll inform the manufacturer and the
market surveillance authorities to that effect.

Distributors shall ensure that, while a prodisctinder their responsibility, storage or
transport conditions do not jeopardise its comgeawith the requirements referred to
in Article 3.

Distributors who consider or have reason toevelithat a product which they have
made available on the market is not in conformiithwhis Directive shall make sure
that the necessary corrective measures are takemgpthat product into conformity, to
withdraw it or recall it, if appropriate. Furthernep where the product presents a risk,
distributors shall immediately inform the competaational authorities of the Member
States in which they made the product availablethimt effect giving details, in
particular, of the non-compliance and of any cdiveaneasures taken.

Distributors shall, further to a reasoned regjdisn a competent national authority,

provide it with all the information and documentatinecessary to demonstrate the
conformity of a product. They shall cooperate witiat authority, at its request, on any
action taken to eliminate the risks posed by prtslutich they have made available on
the market.

Article 9

Casesin which obligations of manufacturers apply to importers and distributors
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An importer or distributor shall be considered anofacturer for the purposes of this Directive
and he shall be subject to the obligations of tla@ufacturer under Article 5, where they place a
product on the market under his name or trademiarkadifies a product already placed on the
market in such a way that compliance with the negments of this Directive may be affected.

3. Service providers shall ensure that proceduresim place guaranteeing that the
continuous provision of services remains in conformwith the accessibility
requirements referred to in Article 3. Changeshim tharacteristics of the provision of
the service and changes in accessibility requirésneferred to in Article 3 shall be
adequately taken into account by the service psssidin case of non-conformity,
service providers shall take the necessary cowectieasures to bring the service in
conformity with the accessibility requirements reéel to in Article 3.

4. Service providers shall, further to a reasoneguest from a competent authority,
provide it with all information necessary to demate the conformity of the service
with the accessibility requirements referred toAmicle 3. They shall cooperate with
those authorities, at their request, on any adaéen to bring the service in conformity
with those requirements.

Article 12
Fundamental alteration and disproportionate burden

1. The accessibility requirements referred to iticke 3 apply to the extent that they do
not introduce a significant change in an aspedeature of a product or service that
results in the alteration of the basic nature efghoduct or service.
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Accessibility requirements referred to in Aic® apply to the extent that they do not
impose a disproportionate burden on the econonecabprs concerned.

In order to assess whether compliance with admét/ requirements regarding
products or services imposes a disproportionatedmrthe economic operators shall
take account, of the following:

(@) the size, resources and nature of the econommatps;

(b) the estimated costs and benefits for the economéarators in relation to the
estimated benefit for persons with disabilitiekjrtg into account the frequency
and duration of use of the specific product or eerv

The burden shall not be deemed disproportiomndtiere it is compensated by funding
from other sources than the economic operator's osgources, whether public or
private.

The assessment of whether compliance with abdéys requirements regarding
products or services imposes a fundamental alberati disproportionate burden shall
be performed by the economic operator.

Where the economic operators have used the #ocgpovided for in paragraphs 1 to
5 for a specific product or service they shall fyotihe market surveillance authority of
the Member State in the market of which the producservice is placed or made
available. Notification shall include the assessmesgferred to in paragraph 3.
Microenterprises are exempted from this notificatrequirement but must be able to
supply the relevant documentation upon request feomnelevant market surveillance
authority.

CHAPTER IV

HARMONISED STANDARDS, COMMON TECHNICAL

SPECIFICATIONSAND CONFORMITY OF PRODUCTSAND SERVICES

Article 13

Presumption of conformity

Products and services which are in conformity wigtmonised standards or parts thereof the
references of which have been published inQFfecial Journal of the European Unigshall be
presumed to be in conformity with the accessibilgguirements covered by those standards or
parts thereof, referred to in Article 3.

Article 14
Common technical specifications

Where no reference to harmonised standardsdes fublished in th®fficial Journal

of the European Uniom accordance with Regulation (EU) No 1025/2018] where
further detail for the accessibility requirementscertain products and services would
be needed for harmonisation of the market, the Cission may adopt implementing
acts establishing common technical specificatiofST$") for the accessibility
requirements set out in Annex | to this Directiidose implementing acts shall be
adopted in accordance with the examination proeedeferred to in Article 24(2) of
this Directive.
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Products and services which are in conformitthwhe CTS referred to in paragraph 1
or parts thereof shall be deemed to be in confgrmith the accessibility requirements
referred to in Article 3, covered by those CTS artp thereof.
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Article 15
EU declaration of conformity of products

1. The EU declaration of conformity shall statetthie fulfilment of the relevant
accessibility requirements referred to in Articlen@s been demonstrated. Where the
exception provided for in Article 12 has been ugbd, EU declaration of conformity
shall state which accessibility requirements atges to that exception.

2. The EU declaration of conformity shall have thedel structure set out in Annex Il to
Decision (EC) No 768/2008. It shall contain thensdats specified in Annex Il to this
Directive and shall be continuously updated. Thgmements concerning the technical
documentation shall avoid imposing any dispropadie burden for micro, small and
medium-sized enterprises. It shall be translatéal time language or languages required
by the Member State in the market of which the pobds placed or made available.

3. Where a product is subject to more than one ®Uaitt requiring an EU declaration of
conformity, a single EU declaration of conformityall be drawn up in respect of all
such Union acts. That declaration shall containidieatification of the acts concerned
including the publication references.

4. By drawing up the EU declaration of conformithhe manufacturer shall assume
responsibility for the compliance of the product.

Article 16
General principles of the CE marking of products

The CE marking shall be subject to the general cjples set out in Article 30 of
Regulation (EC) No 765/2008.

CHAPTER YV

MARKET SURVEILLANCE, COMPLIANCE AND UNION SAFEGUARD
PROCEDURE

Article 17
Market surveillance of products
Article 15(3) and 16 to 29 of Regulation (EC) R&b/2008 shall apply to products.

When carrying out market surveillance of productskat surveillance authorities shall
review the assessment referred to in Article 12.

3. Member States shall ensure that information lgldnarket surveillance authorities
concerning the compliance of economic operator$ wite applicable accessibility
requirements set out in Article 3 and the assestuofetne exceptions provided for in
Article 12, is made available to consumers uporuestjand in an accessible format,
except where that information cannot be provided reasons of confidentiality as
provided for in Article 19(5) of Regulation (EC) N&®5/2008.

Where the market surveillance authorities of dhember State have taken action
pursuant to Article 20 of Regulation (EC) No 763200or where they have sufficient
reason to believe that a product covered by thiediive presents a risk related to
accessibility aspects covered by this Directiveytlshall carry out an evaluation in
relation to the product concerned covering all thquirements laid down in this
Directive. The relevant economic operators shally feooperate with the market
surveillance authorities.

Where, in the course of that evaluation, the masketeillance authorities find that the
product does not comply with the requirements togvn in this Directive, they shall
without delay require the relevant economic opertidake all appropriate corrective
action to bring the product into compliance witlogh requirements, to withdraw the
product from the market, or to recall it within @asonable period, commensurate with
the nature of the risk, as they may prescribe.

Article 21 of Regulation (EC) No 765/2008 shall Bpfm the measures referred to in
the second subparagraph.

Where the market surveillance authorities carsidat non-compliance is not restricted
to their national territory, they shall inform tlmmission and the other Member
States of the results of the evaluation and ofattteons which they have required the
economic operator to take.

The economic operator shall ensure that all gppate corrective action is taken in
respect of all the products concerned that it haslemavailable on the market
throughout the Union.

Where the relevant economic operator does et adequate corrective action within
the period referred to in the second subparagraplpavagraph 1, the market
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surveillance authorities shall take all appropriptevisional measures to prohibit or
restrict products being made available on theiionat markets, to withdraw the
product from that market or to recall it. The mdr&erveillance authorities shall inform
the Commission and the other Member States, wittielaty, of those measures.

The information referred to in paragraph 4 shatllude all available details, in

particular the data necessary for the identificatod the non-compliant product, the
origin of the product, the nature of the alleged-compliance and the risk involved,
the nature and duration of the national measukesntand the arguments put forward by
the relevant economic operator. In particular, therket surveillance authorities shall
indicate whether the non-compliance is due to drgefollowing:

(a) the failure of the product to meet requirementatied to those set out in Article 3
of this Directive, or

(b) the shortcomings in the harmonised standards esféa in Article 13 conferring
a presumption of conformity.

Member States other than the Member Statetinijahe procedure shall without delay
inform the Commission and the other Member Stafeeng measures adopted and of
any additional information at their disposal relgtito the non-compliance of the
product concerned, and, in the event of disagreewmiéim the notified national measure,
of their objections.

Where, within three months of receipt of theomnfation referred to in paragraph 4, no
objection has been raised by either a Member $tatee Commission in respect of a
provisional measure taken by a Member State, tleaisore shall be deemed justified.

Member States shall ensure that appropriatéategt measures are taken in respect of
the product concerned, such as withdrawal of tloelyst from their market, without
delay.

Article 20
Union safeguard procedure

Where, on completion of the procedure set owariicle 19(3) and (4), objections are
raised against a measure taken by a Member Statehave the Commission considers
a national measure to be contrary to Union ledtatthe Commission shall without
delay enter into consultation with the Member Statand the relevant economic
operator or operators and shall evaluate the ratimeasure. On the basis of the results
of that evaluation, the Commission shall decide thwe the national measure is
justified or not.

The Commission shall address its decision to aliider States and shall immediately
communicate it to them and the relevant economéaipr or operators.

If the national measure is considered justifial, Member States shall take the
measures necessary to ensure that the non-compliagitct is withdrawn from their
market, and shall inform the Commission accordindfythe national measure is
considered unjustified, the Member State conceshedl withdraw the measure.

Where the national measure is considered jedtiind the noncompliance of the
product is attributed to shortcomings in the hariset standards referred to in Article
19(5)(b), the Commission shall apply the procedprevided for in Article 11 of
Regulation (EU) No 1025/2012.
